ABOUT CHRISTIAN PRAYER MINISTRIES  

Christian Prayer Ministries is one of the ministries of the Holy 
Spirit to the whole person, helping them to experience God’s 
love in every area of their lives. It is a gentle, balanced, scrip-
tural and powerful ministry within the church to Christians. It 
enables them to grow in personal wholeness in their relation-
ship with God and others, and become more effective in their 
Christian life and ministry. 

Following the prayer ministry appointment you will be taught 
the centrality of your relationship with the Lord and encour-
aged to walk with Him in intimacy, faith and obedience 
through every part of everyday life. 

The first Saturday lasts from 10 am to about 4 pm.  Drinks are 
provided throughout the day, but you are asked to bring a 
packed lunch. 
The second Saturday starts at 9 am, with drinks and lunch 
provided, although as it finishes around 6pm  you  might like
to bring a packed tea. 

We are extremely fortunate to be able to return to Meredith 
Road to hold this prayer ministry appointment course. 

We are always blessed with a wonderful welcome and 
hospitality at the church which is well supplied with individual 
rooms in which the individual prayer ministries can take place 
in complete privacy. 

The first Saturday will focus on releasing individuals into a 
fuller relationship with Jesus by means of a series of subjec-
tive talks. The second Saturday will consist mainly of an in-
depth prayer ministry appointment.  This will be in a confiden
tial setting with an atmosphere of gentleness, love and trust.
  
You will be encouraged during periods of teaching and 
reflective prayer to listen to the Lord as He reveals areas of 
your life that need His loving touch. No-one is asked to share 
anything against their will and everything done is in 
dependence on the Holy Spirit, and totally covered by prayer.

The Church building is situated in Meredith Road which runs 
between Hipswell Highway and Lord Lytton Avenue. 
Hipswell Highway runs due north from the Binley Road about 
two miles due east of the centre of Coventry. 

For  those coming from the west or south of Coventry it is easier 
to take the Kenilworth Bypass, A46, and continue towards Coven-
try to the island with the Racquet Centre on the right, where you 
turn right along the A 4082. At the next island take the third 
exit, Allard Way, which is still the A4082. At the second set of 
traffic lights cross over the Binley Road, then Meredith Road is 
the second road on the left.
